I Sig konferencija Vilniuje atvyko 327 dalyviai i§ 30 pasaulio Saliy. Daugiausia jy buvo i§
Vokietijos (55), Belgijos (34), Ispanijos (27), Italijos (22), Lietuvos (21), Pranciizijos (19),
Jungtinés Karalystés (18), JAV (16). Konferencijos mokslo komitetg sudaré 57 mokslininkai, kurie
anonimiskai vertino visas teikiamas pranesimy tezes, kurios buvo recenzuojamos trijy recenzenty
(konferencijos mokslo komiteto nariy). Apie 28% buvo jvertintos neigiamai ir atmestos. Tai labai
auk$to mokslinio lygio lingvisty forumas, kuriame atstovaujamos visos lingvistikos kryptys ir
mokyklos. Konferencijoje buvo perskaityti 4 plenariniai praneSimai (Balthasar Bickel (Leipzig),
Hubert Cuyckens (Leuven), Tania Kuteva (Dusseldorf), Vladimir Plungian (Moscow). Kasdien
darbas vyko 9 paralelinése sekcijose.

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Lithuanian linguistics in Europe: international Societas Linguistica Europaea
(SLE) conference

The 43rd Annual Conference of the Societas Linguistica Europaea (SLE) was held at the Faculty
of Philology, Vilnius University, Vilnius, 2-5 September 2010. Chair of the Local Organizing
Committee was Professor Aurelija Usoniene. Annual conferences of SLE are a prestigious scientific
event which migrates among European countries. The Executive Committee (EC) of the SLE
decides on venues for the coming Annual Meetings. The first conference was held in Kiel
(Germany) in 1966. The most recent ones were held in Bremen (2007), Joensuu (2008), Forli
(2008), Lisbon (2009). SLE meetings give a forum to high-quality scientific research from all (sub)
domains of linguistics.

At the 43rd SLE meeting in Vilnius, there were 327 participants from 30 countries of the world. It
was attended by 55 linguists from Germany, 34 linguists came from Belgium, 27 were from Spain,
22 came from ltaly, 21 from Lithuania, 19 from France, 18 from United Kingdom, 16 from the
USA. There were 57 members in the Scientific Committee. All the submissions of papers (titles and
abstracts) and workshop proposals were refereed anonymously by 3 reviewers ( members of the
Scientific Committee). About 28% of the submissions were rejected. The sections and workshops
usually cover different fields of linguistics because SLE meetings give a forum to high-quality
scientific research from all (sub) domains of linguistics. There were 4 plenary talks given by
Balthasar Bickel (Leipzig), Hubert Cuyckens (Leuven), Tania Kuteva (Dusseldorf), Vladimir
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Plungian (Moscow. There were 9 parallel sections at the conference in Vilnius. The Book of
Abstracts was published at the Vilnius University Press.
