Ingrid Elam &r professor 1 litterar gestaltning och har varit aktiv
som litteraturkritiker i olika medier sedan slutet av 1970-talet.

Hjalmar Soderberg & andra
sidan, som var paverkad av franska forfattare som Guy de
Maupassant, satte standarden for méanga kommande
forfattare genom att ge novellen en igenkdnnbar form med
en tvist 1 slutet.

Ingrid Elam is a professor of Literary Composition and has
been active as a literary reviewer in various media since the
end of the 1970s. In her latest book, “Romanens segertdg”
(2022, The Novel — a Success Story) ) she shows why and
how the novel became the most successful of all genres from
the end of the 18th century.

She will lecture on the Swedish short story in general and,
in particular, the very short story “Kyssen” (the Kiss) by
Hjalmar Soderberg (1869-1941). The average Swedish
short story paints a picture of poor, hardworking and lonely
people, more often in the countryside than in town. Hjalmar
Soderberg, on the other hand, was influenced by French
writers like Guy de Maupassant, and set the standards for
many authors after him, giving the short story a
recognizable form, with a twist at the end.
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
